League Information

For more than 50 years, Davidson Youth Baseball has provided an opportunity for youth to participate in a team sports environment with their neighbors and friends. When Gene McEver built, mostly by hand, the baseball fields on South Street in Davidson, he was beginning a tradition that would affect the lives of thousands of our youth through teams, leagues and tournaments for decades.

Recreational Team Information

The recreational level team will practice once or twice per week and play one or two games per week with a maximum of three events per week. The emphasis at this level is to develop player’s skills and understanding of team relationships in a fun, relaxed environment. Each player is evaluated in a group environment and a selection process has been established to make best attempt to evenly distribute ability throughout the league’s teams. At the Pinto (Ages 7-8) and Mustang (Ages 9-10) levels these teams have a “must play” participation rule to allow all youth the opportunity to play. Batting orders include all participating players to allow every player to get a chance to hit and run at younger age divisions. The season typically includes 10-12 games and an end of season tournament.   Bronco is for ages 11-12.   Pony Team is for ages 13-14 and Colt is for ages 15-17.  17 year old players have been added to the Colt division for 2008 they will however be excluded from pitching this season.  Colt division is hosted by Huntersville Youth Athletic Assoc.
Space is limited and teams will be restricted to 12 players.  Players May be wait-listed during registration until final numbers can be determined.  Early registration is recommended.
This year the age cutoff date is April 30, 2008.  Players will be placed in the appropriate division based upon their age on April 30th, 2008.   Players will be required to register in the proper age division.  DYBA will review on a case by case basis requests for out of division play.  DYBA retains the right to approve or disapprove out of division play at its sole discretion.
Exciting News from the 2007 Season!

McEver field and DYBA Hosted the Pony Zone Tournament in July and it was a resounding success.  The winning team went on to play in the Pony World Series in California.  Fall of 2007 DYBA tested a Tournament team program in conjunction with CLNYAA for 13U and 10U play in USSSA tournaments. This was very successful and we will be moving forward with tournament team opportunities for three age groups: 10U, 12U, and 13U.  Teams will have tryouts and players will be required to play PONY baseball with DYBA or CLNYAA recreation League to qualify.  With the exciting formation of a Parents Auxiliary and fundraising committee we have lowered player fees for the spring 2008 season for all age groups.
